PSD mask mandate expires Feb. 12

Dear PSD community,
Poudre School District will lift the district's mask mandate at 11:59 p.m. Feb. 11.

Public health officials still recommend wearing masks, and we ask that everyone treats
one another with dignity and respect, whether they choose to wear one or not.

Masks will still be required in some settings, according to public health guidance for
schools. PSD is still awaiting finalized guidance from the health department, but masks
will still be required in at least the following instances but not limited to:

e On school buses, according to a federal mandate, students may not get on a bus
without a mask.

e In Early Childhood Education classrooms and facilities, according to federal mandate.

e Those positive or required to quarantine for COVID must isolate for five full days and
return on day six only if symptoms are improving; they must wear a mask on days six
through 10, according to state and county health guidance.
